The Canadian Intergovernmental Conference Secretariat (CICS)

is an impartial agency funded and staffed by the federal and provincial
governments. Established by First Ministers in 1973, it provides
professional planning and support services to meetings and
conferences of First Ministers, Ministers and Deputy Ministers.
The CICS supports the consultation, coordination, negotiation and
agreement among federal, provincial and territorial governments
that is central to Canadian federalism.

Cost of CICS
Services

Under an intergovernmental cost-sharing agreement, the CICS
covers the costs of most of its services. The host government is
responsible for the costs of conference rooms and hospitality
events.

Any federal, provincial or territorial government department
proposing to convene an intergovernmental meeting of First
Ministers, Ministers or Deputy Ministers can request

CICS services.
