The Canadian Nuclear Safety Commission (CNSC) will hold a public hearing in April 2017 to
consider an application from Ontario Power Generation Inc. (OPG) to renew its Waste Facility
Operating Licence for the Western Waste Management Facility (WWMF), for a 10-year period.
The current licence expires on May 31, 2017. The WWMEF is located in the Municipality of
Kincardine, ON, on the Bruce Power site.

OPG’s application also includes a request for the authorization to expand the current site and to
allow the construction of additional storage structures at the WWMF for the continued
management of OPG’s radioactive wastes.

Through its Participant Funding Program, the CNSC is offering up to $75,000 in funding to
assist members of the public, Aboriginal groups and other stakeholders in reviewing OPG’s
application and associated documents, and participating in the Commission hearing process by
providing topic-specific interventions to the Commission.

The deadline to submit a completed participant funding application form to the CNSC is
October 30, 2016.

Members of the public who have an interest or expertise in this matter or information that may
be useful to the Commission in coming to a decision are invited to comment on OPG’s
application. Requests to intervene must be filed with the Commission Secretariat by March 13,
2017 using the online request form or following the coordinates below. Pursuant to the Canadian
Nuclear Safety Commission Rules of Procedure, the request to intervene must include the
following information:

» awritten submission of the comments to be presented to the Commission

» astatement setting out whether the requester wishes to intervene by way of written
submission only or by way of written submission and oral presentation
