Extinguishing Media
Suitable Extinguishing Media

Carbon dioxide, dry chemical powder or appropriate foam. Use water to keep non-leaking, fire-exposed containers
cool.

Specific Hazards Arising from the Product

Highly flammable liquid and vapour. Can ignite at room temperature. Releases vapour that can form explosive mixture
with air. Can be ignited by static discharge.

May travel a considerable distance to a source of ignition and flash back to a leak or open container. May accumulate
in hazardous amounts in low-lying areas especially inside confined spaces, resulting in a health hazard.

Closed containers may rupture violently when heated releasing contents.

In a fire, the following hazardous materials may be generated: very toxic carbon monoxide, carbon dioxide. As well,
other toxic and irritating compounds, such as formaldehyde, methanal, acetic acid, hydrogen peroxide, methane and
ethylene oxide may be formed, depending on fire conditions.

Special Protective Equipment and Precautions for Fire-fighters

Evacuate area. Approach fire from upwind to avoid hazardous vapours or gases.

Stop leak before attempting to put out the fire<Product could form an explosive mixture and reignite. Keep containers
cool to avoid bursting.

Before entry, especially into confined areas, use an appropriate monitor to check for: toxic gases or vapours,
flammable or explosive atmosphere.

Dike and recover contaminated water for appropriate disposal.

Fire-fighters may enter the area if positive pressure SCBA and full Bunker Gear is worn.

If there is potential for skin contact with concentrated .cleaner: chemical protective clothing (e.g. chemical splash suit)
and positive pressure SCBA may be necessary.

Concentrated product:

Small spills or leaks:

Contain and soak up spill with absorbent that does not react with spilled product. Do NOT use combustible materials
such as sawdust. Place used absorbent into suitable, covered, labelled containers for disposal.

Large spills or leaks: cover the spill surface with the appropriate type of foam to reduce the release of vapour. Dike
spilled product to prevent runoff. Remove or recover liquid using pumps or vacuum equipment. Dike and recover
contaminated water for appropriate disposal. Store recovered product in suitable containers that are: tightly-covered.
