Decision:

The Chief Safety Officer accepts the Applicant's, the owner of the MODU Ocean GreatWhite, use of DNV-
OS-ClO3, DNV-OS-C401, DNV-OSS-101, DNV-OS-Cl01, and DNV-RP-C20S, on secondary structures and
fittings, in lieu of the requirements in Section 44 of the Newfoundland Offshore Petroleum Installations
Regulations, which specify the use of CANjCSA-S471-92 for Environment Criteria and Loads on the MODU
Ocean GreatWhite.

This Decision is effective from the date of issuance herein until the earlier of:
a) the date a Regulation referenced herein is repealed or the date a particular subsection that is the

object of a substitution or exemption being granted hereby is amended or replaced, or
b) the date on which the CSOand jor CCO (as applicable) revokes this Decision as a result of i) any

enforcement action by the Board related to this Decision or ii) new information or analysis coming
to light challenging the assessment upon which this Decision was based, including but not limited
to any changes to commitments made by the Applicant in its application.

For greater certainty, the Chief Safety Officer will no longer have authority under the Accord Acts to grant
exemptions for Part 111.1transitional regulations once they are repealed.
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
