The application has been approved subject to
the conditions outlined in the Transport Canada Marine Technical Review
Board Decision 10892, December 9, 2013 and the following:

1. There shall be no intrusive maintenance work on hydrocarbon systems

and no hotwork conducted during the period the port aft lifeboat is out
of service.
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
